A Cinquain is a five-lined poem that follows a specific pattern. The poem’s first line is the subject of the poem, and it is followed by 2 adjectives on the second line.
Example:

Mrs. Gazdziak

Short, funny

Next, you’ll add 3 actions or action words that describe the subject/

For example:

Mrs. Gazdziak

Reading, talking, laughing

NEXT comes a 4 word phrase/sentence about the person.

For example:

Mrs. Gazdziak

Short, funny

Reading talking, laughing

Likes to tell jokes

FINALLY the poem ends with a nickname or noun to describe the subject.

For example:

Mrs. Gazdziak

Short, funny

Reading, talking, laughing

Likes to tell jokes
