Grading Policies
Students in are graded in Computer class just as they are graded in subjects like Math and Reading. Because I do not assign homework, students are graded on the assignments turned in as well as their performance and participation in class.

While it depends on the grade level and size of the project assigned, most assignments are worth 10 to 20 points. Larger projects are worth anywhere from 30 to 50 points. If a project is worth more, students will be notified. Group projects also receive a participation grade where students receive a grade based on their contribution to the group. These grades are usually worth 20 points. The assignment grade and participation grade is combined for an overall grade on the project. This means that group members will not necessarily receive the same grade. This promotes fairness and encourages students to work together and contribute equally toward assignments. 

At the end of large projects, students are given two evaluation forms: one for their group members and one for themselves. These allow them to reflect on their contributions to the group and grade themselves and their group members. These evaluations are confidential and students are not to share them with anyone. Students will receive detentions for violating this policy. I do take these grades into consideration, but they are not the only scale on which students are graded. 
Students in junior high are held to a higher standard for their work for two reasons. 1.) To show them what they are capable of achieving, and 2.) To prepare them for high school. While more is expected of them, students are never given more than they can handle.
All students receive a participation grade for each day they are in class. Each student starts with a total of 10 points for the day. If a student is on task and working, then s/he will not lose any points. If a student is continually avoiding work and reminded to complete the assignment, a point is taken away for each reminder a student has been given.
I encourage all students to complete extra credit. Most extra credit assignments are worth 5 to 10 points. In my classroom, the ongoing extra credit project students may complete is the Word of the Week. Each week I post a new word or phrase related to technology and computers. Students must complete a 5 question worksheet on the Word of the Week and turn it in by Thursday afternoon. Students may do one a week. There are ten weeks in a quarter and each Word of the Week assignment is worth 5 points. If a student does one a week, that’s the chance at 50 extra points in a quarter!
In short, student grades are calculated like this:
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Participation: 50%
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Final grade: 100%
