Meteorologist for a Day
(Or a week, depending on how long this takes you)

What is “meteorology”? Who is a “meteorologist”? 

Meteorology: The study of weather patterns.

Meteorologist: One who studies and predicts weather patterns.

a.k.a….YOU!
Working with a partner, you will find the weather for a location in the United States (assigned by your teacher). You will find the weather for that ady and the next (already predicted by a real meteorologist) and looking at the Doppler radar, predict the weather for the next 3 days.

THEN you will find the actual weather predictions for the next 3 days and compare them.

You will record all your data and present it in a PowerPoint “broadcast” of the weather, as though you are presenting to a live audience watching you on the television news.

To find and predict the weather, use websites like www.weather.com, www.accuweather.com, http://weather.msn.com.... you get the idea. 

Directions:

1. Log on to the Internet and visit one of the above weather websites.

2. Type in the name of the city you have been assigned in the “Local Forecast” search bar at the top of the page.

3. Gather data for your weather report. For the first two days you need data for:

4. Once you have gathered all that data for Monday and Tuesday, PREDICT the weather by looking at that Doppler image. Is it all green? Then it’s going to rain! Is the image multicolored and large? Looks like a storm is coming! Remember: a prediction is pretty much a guess, so you won’t be graded on being wrong or right, but on how well you made that prediction.

5. Now find the 5 day forecast. Compare the two: were you even close? Did you predict rain and it looks like there won’t be any?

6. Now, think for a moment. How will this weather affect the people who live in that city? Will it make it hard for people to get to the beach? Will it cancel their weekend plans? will they have a great time in the sun? How might the coming weather affect that city? Include your answers to these questions in Slide 6.

7. Gather your data in a PowerPoint presentation. Your PP should look like this:

· Slide 1: City, State, by __________________&___________________

· Slide 2: Today’s weather: include all information gathered for Step 3

· Slide 3: Your current Doppler Image

· Slide 4: Your predictions for the 5 day forecast.

· Slide 5: Actual 5 day forecast.

· Slide 6: Answers to questions asked in Step 6.

· Slide 7: How Did You Make Your Predictions?
