Name Acrostic Poems!
There are so many qualities about you that make you unique. What about you is special? What about you is different?

Using large colorful fonts, we’re going to create some name acrostic poems! An acrostic poem is the kind of poem where a word spelled up and down is decorated and enhanced with words going across. For example…

S-Super

T-Terrific

G-Great teachers

A-Awesome classes

L-Lovable students

L-Love to learn

We’re going to create name poems with our names! Spell your name going down the page, and use adjectives to describe you to others! Type a letter of your first name, and after each letter, hit the ENTER key. For example,

M

S

G

A

Z

D

Z

I

A

K

Once your name is spelled going up and down, move the cursor back to the first letter and type a dash ( - ) after the first letter. For example:

M-

S

G

Type a dash after each letter in your name. NO SPACES!

Once all your dashes are in place, go back to the first letter of your name. Think of an adjective that starts with the same letter. For example, in “Ms”, I need to think of an adjective that starts with the letter ‘M’.

I-

K-

Now think of an adjective that starts with the next letter in your name.

REMEMBER: ADJECTIVES ARE DESCRIBING WORDS!!! 
Fill in an adjective for EACH letter of your name! TRY NOT TO REPEAT ADJECTIVES!!! At the end, your poem should look like this:

M-Marvelous

S-Super duper

G-Goofy

A-Awesome

Z-Zany

D-Do-er

Z-

I-Inquisitive

A-Able

K-

When your poem is finished and Ms. G has approved your adjectives, THEN you may change the fonts for each letter of your first name. You can play with color and font size only after Ms. G has approved your adjectives!
