Olympic History
With the 2010 Winter Olympics being held in North America, Vancouver Canada, to be exact, there will once again be a focus on the Olympics and the Olympiad as is tradition.  Your assignment for today is to look into the history of the Olympics and create an informational brochure about one particular Olympiad. You may use any Olympiad, any city that has already held the Olympics, and write about it. 

Use the website www.olympic.org. If the website is down search “IOC” and click on the International Olympic Committee website. In the navigation bar on the left, choodr “Olympic Games” and you will see a list of all the games held since Athens, 1896.  You may pick one to research and write about.
To create your brochure, open MS Word and change your document from portrait to landscape. You may insert lines to divide the 3 panels of your brochure.

You may arrange your brochure in any way you choose, but you must include the following information:

One panel must have Event Highlights:

· What records were set?

· What other interesting events occurred?

· Were there any firsts at these games?

· Include any graphics or photos you feel are appropriate.

One panel must discuss the athletes:

· Who were the star athletes at these games?

· In what events did they participate?

· Did any athletes win unexpectedly?

· Include any appropriate pictures or graphics.

One panel must have information about the host city and country:

· Where is the host city and country located?

· What other attractions are located in the city?

· How were the games unique in this host city

· How did were the games unique in this host city?

· Be sure to include any appropriate pictures or graphics.

One panel must have information about the Olympic medals handed out:

· Who designed them?

· What do the symbols represent?

· What materials were used?

· Be sure to include any appropriate pictures or graphics.

The exterior of the brochure must include a graphic or picture of the host city, as well as the name of the city, the year they hosted the Olympics, and whether the games were summer or winter. For example:
