Timelines Continued
Using the same concept from our previous class, you are going to create a timeline based on a fairy tale.

This will be slightly different, since not all versions of fairy tales begin with the birth of the main character.

Begin with the beginning of the story. Then think about the important events in the story. Which one comes next? Last? What are the turning points in the story?

You must have 8 events that take place in the story. Naturally there will be a beginning and an end, but what else?

For example, “The Wizard of Oz”:

1st Event: Dorothy runs away from home. A tornado drops from the sky, she runs home, and is unable to find her family.

2nd Event: Dorothy gets hit on the head by a window pane during the tornado. She falls asleep and wakes up in Oz. 

3rd Event: Dorothy meets Glinda the Good and The Wicked Witch of the West.

4th Event….Dorothy starts out on the yellow brick road….

….and so on.

Interpret the story. What happens?

Your timeline must have:

· a teacher approved fairy tale: 5 pts.

· 8 events from the story: 10 pts.

· 2-3 sentences explaining the different events in the story: 5 pts.

· A timeline in correct order: 5 pts.
