Timelines Online
Making a timeline online is simple and fast. Timelines are good tools to help you remember facts and dates.

Start by going to www.readwritethink.org
Click on “Student Materials” (purple tab on the left side of the screen).

Scroll down the alphabetical list to “Timeline”. Click on it.

Click on “Visit this interactive tool at….”

Now you can begin your timeline!

The simplest way to start learning about timelines is with yourself.

To begin, give your timeline a title. For example, “Me”, “My Life”, or “Personal Milestones”.

Unit of Measure: Date

Click “Next” (at the top of the page).

Now, start with your birthday. The Date should be your birthday, the Title should be, “My Birth”, “I am born”, or something similar. Write one or two sentences about the event in the box labeled “Description”,

Your next event: Starting school. Write the approximate date, (Ex. August, 1995). In the Description box, write 2 sentences about starting school. How old were you? What school did you go to? Who was your teacher?

You need to fill in the next 5 events. What are the biggest/most important events in your life so far? Any important birthday? Getting your first A? Going to your first concert? Learning to play an instrument? A sibling being born? Anything that helps define your life is game here.

When it’s time to print, choose “Horizontal”.
