· Limericks are supposed to be funny!

· Limericks are about crazy people, situations, or places

· Lines 1, 2, & 5 rhyme together

· Lines 3 & 4 CAN rhyme together, though not always.

Example:

A flea and a fly in a flue
Were caught! What could they do?

Said the fly, “Let us flee!”

Said the flea, “Let us fly!”

So they flew through a flaw in the flue.
