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Your assignment for this project is to create a commercial about your assigned state. You will answer questions about your state, conduct research on the Internet, and use official state and tourism websites to create a commercial. Use MS PowerPoint to create your commercials.
You want to showcase your state—why should people come? What makes YOUR state better than any other? 

In your commercials, be sure to state (haha!) why it’s special, what seasons are best, and what makes your state so spectacular (or statetacular)!

You may use pictures, and everyone in your group must have a speaking role when presenting your commercial. Use this checklist to help hit all your bases!

Use your best judgment to create your commercial. YOU decide what information is most important. You do not have to include all the information you researched.

Grading: I’ll be looking for the items on the checklist, but also for creativity and excitement. 

Creativity: Is Group A’s commercial a great advertisement for Illinois? Does Group B only tell me about the famous people from that state and NOTHING else?

Excitement: Is this group happy to present their state? Do they really want people to come visit? Are they quiet and not at all excited to show off their state?
